Increased complexity of our caseloads, increased legislative obligations, and changes to appellate criteria in search and seizure, mental health
and restitution standards have severely compromised the ability of the District Attorney’s Office to prosecute all viable criminal cases. These
new obligations, coupled with the proliferation of digital media evidence, means we are no longer equipped to file all viable criminal cases.
