Group Tours

Camps

ADMISSION There is no entry fee to the Arboretum, however Lane County Parks does require a $5 parking
fee for every vehicle (bicycles park free). You can purchase a day pass via a fee machine at the top of the

parking lot, or an annual parking pass at our office.

Ridgeline Trail

Eugene’s Ridgeline system rings the southern edge of the city with a series of large, semi-connected
parklands. Valued deeply by the community for recreation, open space, and habitat values, the Ridgeline
system is accessed through a network of over 12 miles of trail starting at seven main trailheads.

Spencer Butte, the city’s highest point, crowns the Ridgeline at 2,058 feet in elevation. Other Ridgeline
natural areas include Suzanne Arlie Park, Amazon Headwaters, Mt. Baldy, Blanton Ridge, Moon Mountain,
South Eugene Meadows, and Wild Iris Ridge.

Directions

To get to the most popular trailhead at Spencer Butte: from the intersection of 29th and Willamette, go
south on Willamette for 2.1 miles. At 52nd street, continue south on South Willamette for 1.2 miles. The
parking lot entrance will be on your left at the sign for Spencer Butte Park.
